Who asks for Help? 
 

Persons in the greater Cross Lanes Tyler   Moun-

tain, Rocky Fork area ask for help. Requests for 

aid are taken by phone or in person. Eligibility is 

determined by income, and by referrals from local 

churches, schools, and neighboring agencies using 

standard guidelines.
